Guidelines for | enten Fast and Abstinence Catholics
who are 14 and older are to abstain from meat on the Fridays
during Lent. In addition, on Good Friday, Catholics between
the ages of 18-59 (inclusive) are to fast. This means one full
meal and two smaller meals. Eating between meals is not
permitted. For serious reasons (e.g. health), Catholics may
exempt themselves from these regulations.
