SACRAMENTS

Baptism of children:   Please call church office to 
schedule.

Matrimony:  Call church office before setting wedding 
date.  Either bride or groom must be a parishioner, 
Òfriend of St. PeterÓ or have ancestral connection in 
order to be married here.   A minimum of six months is 
required.

Anointing of the Sick:   If someone is ill at home and 
would like to receive Communion or Anointing of the Sick, 
call the church office.  Anointing for elective surgery is 
recommended to be celebrated with family and friends 
(home or church) before admission to the hospital.  When 
a parishioner is admitted to the hospital, family members 
are encouraged to call the rectory immediately (529-1255) 
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
